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The Baptismal Struggle is Real! 

 
 This past month, in the middle of a pandemic with the ever-present number of deaths, we were able to 

celebrate life. We celebrated the Baptism of Noah. For those who did not see this wonderful evening, we have 

the recording on our YouTube and Facebook page. Why did we celebrate, this wonderful day? It is more than 

just a ritual or party for a family. We celebrate that Noah has been claimed by God. Noah, just like all who are 

baptized, was united with the death and resurrection of Jesus. That is truly an event to celebrate. We were able 

to witness and record, salvation coming to Noah! Just like all baptisms, we can point back to that moment. In 

this case you can go back and watch the recording. To God and to all Christians this is a huge concept, 

salvation is not abstract; it is given through Godôs Word and Sacraments.   

When we reflect on our baptisms it is one of the most important gifts God has given us. We are 

baptized once - washed once with water and Godôs Word- but the effects of Baptism last a lifetime, as we are 

given forgiveness of sins and eternal salvation through this sacrament. It united you with Jesus as well as with 

those who are now made pure and given the promise of eternal life.  

 For many of you, there is probably very little that you remember of your baptism. However, this is 

part of the glory. It is not about you; Holy Baptism is a work of God. Baptism is what God has to say and 

what God has done for you. Baptism is the wonderful free gift of God given without alternative motive. He 

does this without any work or particular worthiness of your own. When you waver or have questions about 

your faith, your Baptism is there to remind you about what God has done. It becomes a black and white 

moment; you can ask yourself, was I Baptized? If yesé than God has cleansed you, marked you with Christ 

and claimed you as His child.  

 What you should never do with this amazing gift is make it a one and done event. Many people make 

baptism a check mark in their lives. The danger is that Baptism is more than the start of your life. We do not 

say that you ñwere baptizedò but that you ñare baptized.ò This is a present tense statement, something that is 

ongoing for all the days of your everlasting life. ñI am crucified in Christ so that I no longer live, but Christ 

lives through meò (Galatians 2:20). You see your Baptism is life! In life, the power of the Spirit is released.  

You are marked with the sign of the cross and sealed with the Holy Spirit forever ð those are the words that 

were said at YOUR baptism. The heavens opened and God poured His power on your life. 

 As we move on, we look at what sustains you in your baptismal life. We are not marked with God and 

then left alone. The response to this wonderful gift is not to go off and sit in a cave. Thankfully, God unites us 

into a community of faith and a community of believers (a.k.a. the church). Week after week, God gathers us 

together in His Word and Sacrament. Together, we hear the Word read and preached; we sing the Word; we 

pray prayers based on the promises given in the Word; and in the sacraments, we receive the visible and 

tangible Word. 

 But wait!!!!é. 2020 has thrown a wrench into what that looks like.  

 In the middle of a time of separation from so much, we can find it hard to be united. The other reasons 

that we might gather in churches has for the most part been stripped away. What remains is that we continue 

to cling to the promises of God. That for those Baptized, and for those who believe no pandemic can take 

away this wonderful news. In times when you are struggling with uncertainty, we gather (safely) around the 

sure words and promises that God has said to you. Faith looks to the times these were given in your life. We 

are called to be united and encourage each other in the faith, around what God has said, He has already 

claimed you.  

Yet at the same time, we find that worship attendance is dropping, fewer people are attending Bible 

studies and we see fewer people engaging. This is not isolated to Beautiful Savior. At the start of the 

pandemic, many who study trends thought this would be a time people would run to the comfort of churches. 
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Sadly, this has not panned out. As churches continue on, those who study trends in the church have been 

seeing this downward trend. Instead of people flocking to hear Godôs Word, people are turning away. Even 

with churches now streaming everywhere, people are less active in their churches. Far worse, people are less 

engaged in Godôs Word.  

 If this applies to you, you are not alone. Struggling to hear Godôs Word is not only seen in actively 

avoiding God, many people are struggling to hear God. People who know that they should go to Bible study, 

read their Bibles, and be active in online worship, are just not. People report finding it emotionally hard to 

read the Bible like they did, reports show a 50% decrease in people reading scripture from 2019. Studies find 

that people are just not attending churches or small groups. They are not watching, hearing or being in 

devotionals around the nation.  

This year has been full of struggles, bad news and isolation. You might find yourself needing Godé

but you find yourself unable to draw near. If this sounds like you, youôre not alone. It might sound simple but 

when people engage less with their church, they engage less with God.  

 If you are struggling, do not let yourself be isolated. Make God a priority. God knows that it is 

challenging to live your Baptismal life alone. That is why He has placed you in a community. Set timers if you 

have to. Gather online with other people in Godôs word. We as a church family need to gather together 

(safely) at this time. There are a number of online ways you can gather, and we are always looking for more. 

We are preparing a reading challenge for the year 2021. If you missed worship, it is all recorded now so you 

can watch at a later point. There are many opportunities where you can be in Godôs word. We are all in this 

life of faith together. To turn this around, you are also in the community to lift up those around you. If not for 

yourself, do it for those around you. For you were baptized and claimed into something bigger than yourself. 

Donôt struggle alone!
